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Appeal for Transfer In (for Non-Medical Reasons)

a) Appeal for transfer in is subjected to the availability of vacancies of the school.
b) Students’ PSLE score should meet the school’s cut-off point of the posting year
before they can be considered for transfer.

c) Students successfully allocated to their DSA school will not be allowed to transfer

to another school. They are expected to honour their commitment to the allocated DSA
school for the entire duration of the programme.

d) Go to https://go.gov.sg/seclqgtsstransferappeal2026 and complete the
submission by Monday, 29 December 2025, 12:00 pm, to ensure that, if successful,
your child can start school with the rest of the Secondary 1 cohort.

e) Your appeal is deemed to be unsuccessful if you do not hear from the school by
the end of January 2026. Reason(s) for the outcomes of your appeal willnot be disclosed.
f) Your child/ward should still report to the posted secondary school on 2 January
2026.

Subjects at More Demanding level (MDL)

If your child/ward is eligible to take subjects at a more demanding level, a PG form will be
sent to you by Monday, 22 December 2025, 5:00pm. Please note that you may receive
up to 3 forms depending on the number of subjects your child/ward is eligible for.
